2/ Notices  

Notices to competitors changes to SI’s will be posted by 12:00 hrs. on the date of the regatta. 

3/ Signals Ashore 

Signals made ashore will be displayed on the SPSC flagpole on the front lawn. When “AP” is displayed 

ashore the “1 minute” is replaced by “not less than 1 hour”. 

4/ Radio Communications 

The RC will attempt to monitor and communicate on VHF channel 68. 

5/ First Warning 

The first warning signal will be at 16:25. A multiple sound attention signal may be sounded 1 minute 

prior to the first warning. 

6/ Classes 

Classes to race will be Shark, JOG; white pennant, PHRF classes and splits TBD “A” yellow ” B” green 

and “C” blue pennants respectively. 

7/ Start / Finish 

Start / finish will be at Southport Mark #4 between the RC flag displayed on the RC boat 

8/ Courses 

No later than the warning signal the RC boat will display a number indicating the course to be sailed.

311*mag rounding to port, then to R6 7.4 NM 235*mag rounding to port, then to finish at SP#4 3.13 

Nm 154*mag (22.9NM) 

Course #2  

From the start at SP#4 to R20 rounding to starboard 6.4 Nm 026*mag, to the Weather Buoy rounding 

to starboard 4.71 NM 103*mag, then to finish at SP#4 8.8 NM 238*mag (19.6NM) 

Course 3  

From the start at SP#4 sail 6.6 NM 030*mag to R20 leaving it to port, then 5.2NM 235*mag to RN6 

leaving it to port, then 3.11NM 154*mag to the finish at SP#4 (14.7NM) 

Course 4 

From the start at SP#4 sail 2.8NM 290mag to DP7 rounding to starboard, then 2.5NM 043mag to RN6 

rounding to starboard, then 3.11NM 154*mag to the finish at SP#4 (8.2NM) 

9/ Marks 

Weather Buoy at 42* 25.8 N – 082*41.0 W 

SP#4 is at 42*20.234N – 082*50.149W 

10/ Start/Finish  

The start / finish line will be between the RC flag displayed on the committee boat and the SP#4 mark. 

11/ Finish 

Finishing boats will pass through the line leaving the SP#4 mark to starboard and the RC boat to port. 

12/ Boats retiring must notify the RC prior to leaving the racing area. 

13/ PHRF Time on Time 

Corrected time = Elapsed Time divided by (PHRF handicap + 557) 

14/ Protest 

Protest forms must be delivered to The RC officials within one hour of the committee boat docking. 

Protest forms may be available in the office. 

15/ Awards 

Prize flags will be awarded in each division. After the event. 

As this race will conclude after sunset competitors are to illuminate their sail numbers approaching 

and at the finish for ease of identification.
